Since then, we have done much to make our pres-
ence felt in such an intense manner that is incompa-
rable to before. Those who were not used to such an
ECC found it odd. However we can safely state that
most of Eskigehir, beginning with our members, are
quite content about this approach.

The book you are holding in your hand is an example
of efforts we undertake to serve the observed needs

of the city. It is the book of an exhibition. The subject

of the exhibition and the publication is the evaluation

of the city's current status from an architectural point

of view, in a manner of shaping its future.

Actuaily, our starting point was much more mod-

est. We had set forth o create a museum project

to honor great statesman Behi¢ Erkin, who was
entombed in Eskisehir soil upon his will. Our mission
was to keep the memory alive of a unigue human be-
ing, who commitied himself to Eskigehir, and to repay
our debt o him.

However, it became apparent to us that the issue
was not to be just about a museum development
when the new High-Speed Train Lines, and many of
them at once, started being planned even before the
completion of Ankara-Istanbul connection. The State
Railways founded by Behig¢ Erkin was undertak-

ing a new and complex iunge. During this process,
Eskigehir’s status as the capital and the crossroad of
the railvoads had to be crystallized.

it atso has to be mentioned that the High-Speed
Train Lines are not only investments that connect cit-
ies on national scale. They also connect countries to
one anocther. it represents a new ring in the chain of
international integration, which is becoming more and
more visible in many fields. If Eskisehir cannot react
correctly and appropriately to this current situation,

it could reduce to a town quickly traversed through.
On the opposite, if the period is conceived as an op-
portunity and treated seriously to create appropriate
reactions, our cily can become one of the important
nodes on the international network.

This book summarizes a study realized within this
consciousness. We thank Burak Pekogiu who shared
our vision and dedicated his master thesis work o
us. He created efficient groundwork by taking a com-
prehensive and wide perspective, something which
many of us neglect doing while attending to the busy
agenda of the cily.

Without a doubt this is but a starting point. We hope
for this book and the exhibition, to spark a discus-
sion attended and involved by all of the city’s actors.
We will feel that we reached our goal if we can start
a well-founded discussion unsoiled by unproductive
disputes and dissent involving the following actors:
all the pubtic bureaucracies especially the Ministry
of Transportation and State Railways, the universi-
ties, the township, the chambers of commerce, the
municipalities and the political parties.

PREFACE

During my Master in Architecture study at Hasr-

vard University, | worked closely with and assisted
teaching the Aga Khan Professor Hashim Sarkis.

Mr. Sarkis’s continuous research on my hometown
Istanbul at Harvard has been a way to nourish my
understanding of architectural potential of infrastruc-
turaf scales’ mediation between a system and object.
Two consecutive design studios’ that | have assisted
teaching are Yenikapi: intermodal Transportation Hub
(also attended as a student) and The Geography

of a Bridge: Reconfiguring fstanbul’s Afallrk Bridge
across the Golden Horn.

Infrastructure can be conceived as in-between condi-
tions of urban strata. The elements of the city are tied
together with these physical connectors of streets,
bridges, waterways and railroads. Their scale and
formation rely on their pure functional capacities.
These systems of connectivity can become dividers
of the city and appear esthetically unattractive to their
surroundings. The systematic tectonics of these in-
between separators could be realized in their “object-
like conception of infrastructure”. This approach for
an infrastructural scale in its cross-sectional relation-
ship to the city can be defined as a "quasi-object

that could radiate its visual and formal logic to its
immediate and distant surroundings without being
consumed by them.” *

The broad scope of my research under Hashim
Sarkis's advisory is to look at infrastructure’s impact
in the Hinterland of Turkey by taking the city of
Eskisehir as a regional model in between the two
polar cities, Istanbui and Ankara. The potentials of
the rail-line developments in Turkey, such as Marma-
ray (under-water tunnel project at Bosphorus) and
speed-train lines, ted my focus towards the consoli-
dation of the railyard into a spine infrastructure. The
in-between structure bridges public programs, the
memorial of Behig Erkin, and the new inter-modal
transportation-hub. This development also releases
the land for real-estate densification while becoming
an urban landscape intervention.

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BACKGROUND

The site for my thesis work at Harvard University
{presented on January 18th 2011} was evoked during
a visit made to Eskisehir Chamber of Commetrce
(ECCY) in the summer of 2010. The President of
ECC, Harun Karacan introduced me to Cemalettin
Nuri Tasegr, who has been involved with Eskigehir's
strategic planning over the years. We negotiated the
ways on potential academic research towards a new
strategic standpoint for imagining Eskisehir's future
potentials. The search for the site was initiated by
locking at Behig Erkin’s Memorial site as a start-

ing point. Behig Erkin's memorial marks the West
entrance for Eskigehir’'s Railways. Even though Behig
Erkin is not from Eskigehir, his life-story tells a lot
about a reflective history on transportation, logistics,
politics and humanity. The focation of his memorial
frames an important industrial site, which extends
2.3 kms by the railyards. The site divides the city,
while posing alternative ways of rethinking the city’s
future reflection. The industrial waste from this site
becomes a potential to re-evaluate program within
and beyond the city. This opportunity raises some
guestions to think of.

How do we network culiure amongst the cities that
are more developed and developing through the
advantages of infrastructure? The transportation
links allow people to physically inhabit and experi-
ence the city through its spatial qualities. How are
these gualities refiected and framed through the built
environment? The growth of cities is being proposed
to be in synch with efficient transportation and logistic
infrastructure projects. In doing this, how do we fuse
boundaries and treat them in a well orchestrated
fashion?

The academic research allows a wide lens to lock at
the existing problems in their experimental approach,
which is freed from the bureaucratic challenges of
the agencies or regulations. The advantage of this
freedam was 1o display a vision that could test the
integration of engineering, transportation planning,
architecture, and landscape aspects under one
umbrelta. These skills are usually applied separately,
which result in poor orchestration of urban deveiop-
ment strategies.

The local knowledge of my research area has be-
come essential in my decision-making process. The
experimentation was mediation between scientific
data and the arlistic play of the parts. The conceptual
framework of the study highlights these parts and
tries 1o link them in their programmatic relations,
which then derives the formal response in this book.
The intervention can be seen as the beginning of a
formal idea that wants to critically enrich integrated
ways of approach during the time of Turkey’s infra-
structural renaissance.

“Turkey embarked on a rapid urbanization process,
as did other developing countries.

“One condition for control of rapid urbanization within
the context of the modernist legitimacy framework is
the provision of formal employment opportunities,
housing, and infrastructure to the growing urban
population. But provision of these elements depends
on a high rate of capital accumulation, which did not
exist.

“During the early years of rapid urbanization, Turkey
moved from a single-party regime to a multi-party
democracy. This was a kind of democracy in which
populist tendencies increased and patron-client
relations became dominant. It is not correct, howev-
er, to attribute the type of compatibility mechanisms
adopted only to the type of political regime. In this
decade Turkey was also engaged in an industrializa-
tion program, and there was a need for cheap labor
in the cities.”

The inadequacies followed by spontaneous develop-
ment models.

For Example; Housing shortage caused informal
settlements — ‘gecekondu’ typology.

Lack of infrastructure gave birth to informal and
disintegrated modes of transport, such as commonly
used ‘dolmus’— shared taxis in the urban context.

The research on the current Eskisehir Train station
and railways related concerns reflect on the projec-
tions of future possible model for how and where the
station should be relocated. The statement involves
statistical data to reason why such development is
necessary in Eskisehir.

Overview

The infrastructures’ impact in the Hinterland of
Turkey is being considered in my thesis by taking the
city of Eskigehir as a regional model in-between the
two polar cities, Istanbul and Ankara.

Eskigehir is a strategic node in the midst of Anato-
lian crossways. Marking its regional capacity with

its historic, present and future concerns ties to a
wider perception of scales. The research selectively
captures materials to frame global thinking. This
could relate to local issues and highlight their existing
cultural and economical potentials. In this mediation
infrastructural resolution becomes a key to visualize
their spatial potentials.

Framework

The conceptual framework is to thematically sort

Urban Scale

The industrial site and the rail-yards physically divide
the city in their East-West orientation. The urban
development opportunity rises with the need of reor-
ganizing the industrialsite’s surface due to increasing
infrastructural needs. In my thesis, site becomes a
testing ground to strategically redefine the city as

a continuous means of physical and programmatic
confluence.

Vision

The conclusion is the consolidation of the rail-yard
into a spine infrastructure. This system holds public
programs, the new station. Furthermore releases

the land for real-estate densification by initiating
contemporary art and culture related programs at the
industrial site while becoming an urban landscape
intervention.

ESKISEHIR TRAIN STATION

Eskisehir terminal, being situated in the center of a
highly populated, industrially developed cily sur-
rounded by big factories and manufacturing plants,
has strong potentiat for passenger and freight traffic.
In our rapidly growing city, the naturally increasing
passenger and freight demands are being met in the
existing terminal compound. When the High-Speed
Trains started running between Ankara and Eskigehir
in March 13, 2009 along with connection to sur-
rounding cities via conventionat trains, DMU units
and buses, the Eskisehir Train Terminal Directorate
proudly overtook the responsibility. White honoring
this responsibility, our services have taken place in
the same way for the last 118 years.

Currently, 22 High-Speed Trains, 32 express and
passenger trains and 6 sets of DMU are received
and dispatched, and about 4500 passengers are
ticketed. Also 20 freight trains carrying 19.000 tons
of material are received and dispatched. About

100 trains are managed daily in our terminal, and
16.000 people are served, when parties who come to
welcome or send off passengers are included to the
arrival and departure traffic.

Betore the High-Speed Trains started working on
March 13, 2009 from the Eskigehir Terminal, the
average number of passengers to-and-from Ankara
was 575 per day, while the daily total was around
2143 persons served. After the new line, dally
passenger average became 6000 and total daily
circulation grew to 16000 people. While the pas-
senger volume expanded tenfold between Eskisehir
and Ankara, the synergy created by the High-Speeds
and new connections caused passenger volumes

of other lines to multiply by 2.5 times. This increase
did not solely generate from passengers changing
preferences from alternative means of iravel. By
stimulating the sleeping demand from those who
never or very setdom travel, the railways’ market
share in the transport sector increased by 16%.
There are those who organize day-fong excursions;
there are over-nighters; there are people who just
want to experience the high-speed; and there are
commuters who live or study in one city and live

in the other. Eskigehir has been moving towards
becoming a city of tourism in the recent years and
the High-Speeds have been contributing greatly; by
putting the city on the list of investment-friendly cities
on commercial publications thanks to the advantage
of the fast trains. Once taken into account the Konya
line which will start operating in the coming days,
and the planned start of the Istanbual line in 2013, the
number of managed trains will move from the current

However, in the 1/5000 scaled master plan prepared
by the Eskisehir Metropolitan Municipality, voted on
July 13, 2010 and accepted by Municipality Assembly
by the decision numbered 16/230, a 20 meter-wide
area on the north part of the current Eskisehir Ter-
minal Site is zoned for a road, the rest of the areas
were zoned for parks assuming the railroads move
to sub-terrain while an area to the north of the Sugar
Factory is planned as the new “Station Site”. Within
this master plan a project could be developed, where
the existing units such as the Logistics Directorate
(in charge of all freight wagons’ loading, unloading,
dispatching and management); the Depot Directorate
(in charge of service and repair of locomotives); and
the Wagon Service and Repair Workshop Director-
ate (deals with the freight and passenger wagons);
will all move to outside of the city borders (Hasanbey
Logistics Village). Hence the resulting freed-up space
will consist of 3 platforms, 16 roads, 8 branch lines
and railways totaling of 2357 meters long, and all

the area unused by the new terminal building will be
sorted according to the city’s needs.

To mention the numbers reached by the Eskisehir
Train Terminal Directorate in year 2010, a total of
1,415,718 tickets were sold. Along with the agency
sales, a total of 1,665,163 passengers’ transportation

Approach

Turkey's latest reinvestment period on the rail-link
projects, is an oppurtanity to rethink the cultural
economy. The physical connectlions become stronger
between major cities while the regional cities become
more accessible and find ways to express their
significances to attract visitors and events. Eskisehir
falls in the middle of Istanbul-Ankara line and con-
nects to south lines through Kitahya-Afyon. Aside
from it is strategic node; it has vast potentials to cre-
ate a culiural economy amongst its connections. This
could enrich new real-estate values and start to form
stronger social integration in-between the regional
and major cities as a bridging condition.

Eskigehir has been a passageway for many cultures
throughout the centuries and in the 20th century
Turkey, it has played strategic importance from the
beginning of the country’s formation. Today the city
houses modern vessels such as; an airport, air force
base, major railway stations, two significant state uni-
versities, organized industrial lots, hospitals and so
on... The collection of these entities brings together
educated and progressive citizens in the middle of
Anatolia. City's natural infrastructure is ‘Porsuk’ river,
which cuts through the city and brings life to its in-
habitants. More importantly Eskigehir has been privi-
leged under the Mayor Yilmaz BlyUkersen’s com-
mitted progression in the strategic development of
the city. He has projected Eskisehir as the capital of
Anatolia’s culture and art. According to Municipality's
approach the city’s development has been promoted
under several titles, Commerce City, the gift of the
Ratlways, University City, tourism and culture. So far
~ major urban revitalizations have been Estram {fram-
way, help the city center free from car and bus traffic
significantly), Porsuk (river is saved from poliution
and regained for the city and people are carried via
seasonal boats both for leisure and transportation),
Odunpazan (historic preservation, gentrification of a
vernacular town), urban parks and public spaces.

Moreover, the municipality wanis to promote the city
through museums and cultural centers as derivatives
for new developmaent, identity search and cross-cul-
tural exchange. Yet these are but add-on operations
to realize the cily's belter image.

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The geographical importance of the city is crucial

to understand at its vast horizon as a “city-region”
model. This perception requires zooming out and
thinking out of the box. The infrastructures implica-
tions invite further explorations to amplify the city’s
programmatic importance of cukture and commeirce.
The city becomes an in-between node for inter-
regional connectivity amongst Istanbul and Ankara.
Thus, it can be conceived as an exchange point of
goods, people and culture. The balance between
the growing transit frequency and the cily’s capac-
ily to re-adopt to changing parameters of external
and internal relationships is out of synch. The urban
growth wrapped around the rail yards and the indus-
trial zone. Today the city is physically split and the
body language of this condition can be a result of an
alien urban form, which can act as a catalyst to re-
formalize the city’s characteristic, Why not celebrate
an opportunity of becoming a gateway in the middle
of the most impertant rail-link artery?

The new form can challenge mediation between
movement, scale and program. The movement
needs to be redefined with integrated modes of
transport. The access points should be framed and
reorganized in relation to their scale and program
distributions.

taich on these programs, while posing itself as the
branching stretch of Porsuk’s natural infrastructure.

Eskisehir's future needs of social, economic and
ecological sustainability at its urban growth.

Marking the Region, Crossways Anatolia, Eskisehir

The late insertions of modern infrastructure are seen
as the Marmaray and High speed-rail line projects
that wilt combine under the umbrella of a global proj-
ect called Eurasian Transit Line.

The big picture is the globatl interest on the BTC
pipeline as seen as part of The Iron Silk Road in the
East end, and its physical linking through Turkey

by allowing fiow of commerce to Europe. Turkey as
an emerging developing country is supported by

the foreign agencies and given funds in terms of
infrastructural and cultural development. Connection
with Turkey is projecied mainly for future economical
reliance of energy and goods (materials, agriculture,
mines, natural resources...etc) exchange and trans-
fer. In the meantime, cultural economy of the country
undergoes into restructuring of its late formations.
The culture and educational programs are potentially
highlighted along the regional cities that could fink
with city-region growth patterns in parallel to public
investment corridors.

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The cities are the focus of transformation in the
means of their spatial reconfigurations through
design and urban planning policies, whie taking
account of their growth patterns and regional poli-
cies. The rail-link plays a major role in terms of their
accessibility and permeability. The logistical support
is necessary for cities to exchange and connect
through program. Shared program amongst the cities
is determined through the body of the government.
In the case of Turkey, the leading agency would be
Ankara.

Ankara as the core of politics and Istanbui as the
center of commerce and culture pose two nucleuses
of powers functioning at separate regions. The impli-
cations and processes are conflicted many times due
to two poles acting in different scales of approach.
Istanbul’s nature is to function as a giobal node,
while Ankara is trying to impose nation-state wide
control. The understanding of culture and human-

ity are distinet in the ideals of nationalistic values of
Ankara and the imperial/global city image of istanbul.
The balance is out of synch. The government and its
municipality extensions at different regions are the
agents of urban planning coordinators. The research-
based organs with institutes or specialists should be
initiated and shared platforms need to be allowed

for collaborative interactions amongst the agencies
towards problems of rapid urban development and
regional integration.

In the middie of suggested cross-pollination amongst
the agencies and respecting of two major cities' func-
tions and goais, there are in between citles to think
of. These can integrate their regional aspects and
potentials in the light of complimentary ideals against
each other. These cities can be highlighted with their
characteristic potentials in defining new scopes of ex-
pressions, which can mark their differences and link
them under their quality aspects by igniting people’s
innate tendencies about place ownership, thus an
inward pattern of migration to these regional cities
can be activated.

System

The surface geometry becomes a tool to morph

the ground in order to create sectional response to
physical conditions of bridging, spatial forming and
allowing natural light to the underground level.

Two key forms are composed of exponentially grow-
ing oscillations in their sectional and planometric
arrangements through the lofting of oblique splines.

The obligue vector control points of the splines
allow the manipulation of the geometry through
compression and stretching, relative to its necessary
formal adjustment in their parametric organization.
The frequency of the oscillations responds to the
bridging distances and programmatic adaptations.

For instance, the major program is the High-Speed
Train Terminal, which requires 350 meters of plat-
form length. It becomes the longest stretch. The rest
of the oscillations are determined by the bridging
conditions relative to street alignments in the urban
scale.

The ground becomes a continuous flow of aesthetic
with the insertion of the spinal intervention in-
between the different urban typologies (industrial,
commercial, cultural, housing...etc.), while reconfig-
uring the city in its programmatic and street flows.

Eskisehir is an emerging-city in between two distinct
essential city-regions of Istanbul and Ankara. Its
characteristics invite public investment and new ur-
ban tactics to integrate its functions efficiently along
the conceptual bridging of programmatic relation-
ships in and out of its boundaries.

By opening up the existing industrial spaces for pub-
lic access, a major center for art and culture can be
realized. The careful integration of the new station,
the historical and forward-looking public programs
can provide the new access zone to the city in the
midst of the industrial waste area, while engag-

ing with its internal street and public transportation
structure. Targeted investments on contemporary art
and culture through the reverberation of the ware-
house typologies are potentials for empowering local
business’s revenues and invite other economies of
national and global interest.

(There are many examples of these readoptation
models around the world that also became popular in
Turkey towards the end of 90’s. For example, santral
Istanbul, Istanbul Modern, Cer Modern (Ankara),
Mass Moca, Tate Modern...)

The idea is to create a backbone structure that can
adapt itself in-between the industrial scale and the
urban fabric. This armature tends to perform an ex-
perience of being able to cut through the city without
interrupting its efficient physical connectivity and at
the same time expose the passengers and city-dwell-
ers' awareness of each other at its optimum.

-The arrival, departure or passing through the city is
choreographed as passing under series of bridges
and slowly cutting into the ground.

-The sectional organization of the mega-structure
functions at different modes of bridging, holding
program and allowing light under the ground, while
keeping its aesthetic coherence.

-The main entrance to the city is located in the mid-
dle of the defined industrial zone in between the two
existing train stations. It also becomes an Intermodal
Transportation Hub by centralizing all the modes of
public transport (tram, bus, ‘dolmus’, car, pedestrian)
that serves to the city.

The vision is the consolidation of the rail-yard into a
spine infrastructure (holds public programs and the
new station) releases the land for real-estate den-
sification by initiating contemporary art and culture
related programs at the industrial site while becoming
an urban landscape intervention.

INTERVENTION
